Course Syllabus
Goals: The practicum portion of the course will be combined with classroom discussions, group presentations, simulations, videos, and educational web sites to acquaint the student with the ever-changing field of education. Classroom lectures and discussions will enable the student to better understand the daily activities of teachers and students in the school setting. Course content will also focus on effective teaching methods.
Description: An introduction to the educational system covering traditions, philosophies, responsibilities, and obligations of those in the teaching profession.
Educational Value

Any student wishing to become further acquainted with public education in the United States and/or is considering a career in public education.

Course Objectives:
Upon successfully completion of the course, each student will be able to: 

· Build an awareness of the rewards and challenges associated with the teaching profession.

· Develop an understanding of classroom procedures and activities.

· Become familiar with effective instructional techniques and practices.
· Develop an appreciation for the different physical, emotional, and social characteristics of students.

· Determine whether or not to pursue a career in the teaching profession.

CLASS ENVIRONMENT
The outline and structure of this course creates a set of common expectations for your work. Here are some general considerations I wish to emphasize:

· Attendance:  The attendance policy for this class is simple.  You are all adults who have in some form paid for this class.  Most of what you learn in class cannot be tested but is essential to your understanding of the field of education; therefore, attendance in class is not optional. If you must leave class early because of an appointment that could not be changed please notify me in advance. When you are absent it is your responsibility to find out what you missed and to have your assignments turned in on time even if you are not attending class. You must email your assignment to me in order to get the full points. Class begins sharply at 4:20. I expect you to be on time. You can expect the class to be challenging, interesting and well taught by an effective, ethical and caring educator who knows first hand what teaching is all about. Extra credit to make up missed assignments or to raise a grade is not an option. Please concentrate your time and effort on your assignments and the exam.
· Workload:  Students are expected to spend an average of 8 hours per week attending class sessions, doing assignments and research, reading and preparing for exams.  The standard Carnegie Unit of college credit assigns one credit hour for each 15 hours of class time and assumes that students spend two hours working outside the classroom for each hour of classroom instruction.  For at three-credit course, this translates to 135 hours per semester or an average of nine hours per week for a 16-week semester.
· Guidelines:  Please read all guidelines for Eastern Arizona College. You will be responsible for knowing the guidelines, policies, and procedures of Eastern Arizona College. The information can be found at the Eastern Arizona College website http://eac.edu/ 

· Classroom Behavior:  Students creating disturbances that interfere with the conduct of the class or the learning of others will be asked to leave.

Feel free to discuss your particular needs with me.

I believe the ideal attainable situation is one where the students and the instructor look forward to class with eager anticipation.  The only way this can be attained is through class preparation by everyone and a permissive class atmosphere.

WRITING INTENSIVE CAREER:

Writing is an essential component of a college education and teaching profession.  All students are required to adhere to certain writing rules, please use the following as a guide for future writings.
APA Format - Use the references and citations in this syllabus as examples.

"Rules for the preparation of manuscripts should contribute to clear communication" (APA, 1994, p. xxv). The rules provided in the Publication Manual for the American Psychological Association are drawn from an extensive body of psychological literature, from editors and authors experienced in psychological writing, and from authorities of publication practices.

The College of Education has adopted the APA manual as a guide for the academic writing of education and prospective education students. In the pre-professional block only certain aspects of the process will be monitored. Those include the following:

--One inch margins on all four sides of the paper.

--Double spaced throughout.

--Paragraphs indented 5 spaces.

--Titles of papers centered using upper and lower case letters.

--A second level of subheadings flush left and underlined.

--Page Header and Page Numbers: The number should appear at least 1 inch from the right hand edge of the page, in the space between the top edge of the paper and the first line of text. Use your last name in the upper right-hand corner above or five spaces to the left of the page number as the page header.

--Citations within the body of the paper require putting the author's or authors' last name(s) and the year of publication in parentheses. EX: (Berger, 1997); (Ryan & Cooper, 1998).

--Quotations from an article require this format for the citation: (Berger, 1997, p. 24); and for a quote covering more than one page: (Ryan & Cooper, 1998, pp. 25-26).
