	Materials and Resources (Development)

	VE Coordinator (teacher) will understand and be familiar with the first two weeks of the course.  Computers with Internet, projector to show the site on white board.  Conference room setting if possible to conduct business meetings.  

	Procedures (Development & Implementation):

	1. Review 1st quarter tasks on VE website (Ask instructor for sign on information)

2. Submit necessary paperwork for students to access their VE email.  Go to Information/Virtual Library/online forms.  Create an Advance Business folder in your email account.  

3.  Familiarize the students with the CA Virtual Enterprise website.  Review Time Management under Curriculum.  

4. Research and select a possible business (product or service, or combination of both).  As a class, brainstorm what kind of business the students are interested in opening.  Write all ideas on the board and vote as a class.  VE Coordinator may recommend a business. 5. Discuss pros and cons of each business.  What is the VE competition?  Does anyone have knowledge of running a business (including the coordinator)?  Is the opportunity for the business to be profitable? 

6. Have the students research the VE market and determine which markets are flooded and which markets have limited or no competition. Divide into small groups (ideally, no more than 3 students per group).  Assign each group all or part of a market segment from the VE E-services/shopping mall and check out other high school businesses.  Section of the website. Have students/groups report on their findings (written and oral) 

7. Coordinator needs to begin identifying and contacting potential business partners.  Business partners can contribute information regarding setting up your company.  Business partners can be involved with interviewing for management positions 

8. Determine if business is going to be proprietary, partnership, or a corporation (who owns the business?).  If students don’t know have them research and report back to coordinator.
